Desire to Annex Hawai

1 Hawaiian economy — important for
trade in the Pacific

o Sugar plantations: %4 of islands’
wealth

O Immigrants: laborers on plantations,
outnumbered native Hawarians

0 McKinley Tarift (1890): eliminated
duty-ree (no tariff) status for
Hawaiian sugar, planters wanted US
to annex Hawai to avoid tax

Philippines

1 May I — US naval troops defeat Spain at the Battle of Manlla Bay
o Led by Commander George Dewey _ :

o Only 1 US casualty, to Spain’s 381

Many Puerto Ricans initially saw US as improvement over Spain

o Strict rule under General Guy V. Henry changed their minds

Mixed feelings aboul independence and statehood
Foraker Act (1900): denied US citizenship to Puerto Ricans

1 United States insisted it be added to Cuban constitution

O Limited Cuba’s treaty-making powers, reserved US’s right 1o intervene in Cuba,




Philippmes

1 Filipinos angered that US annexed them

0 Emilio Aguinaldo led rebellion against

American rule in 1899 (Philippine-American
War)

o US responded to Filipino’s guerilla tactics by
forcing them 1o live in designated zones

o Airican-American soldiers upset by racist =
policies, deserted US and fought with Filipinos

o Rebellion suppressed by 1902

-1 Moved gradually towards independence, — BEagst e E e
became republic July 4, 1946 Eyee oot

= Open Door Policy (1899) '

o Secrelary of State John Hay wrole
Open Door Notes to protect US
economic interests in China

O Ensured that all nations could trade
with China, nobody would get special
privileges

1 Boxer Rebellion (1900)

o Secrel sociely (Boxers) wanted to drive
out foreign influence, killed hundreds
of missionaries, etc.

o US and international forces put down
rebellion, thousands died




Roosevelt’s Nobel Prize

1 Helped negotiate end to Russo-
Japanese War in 1905

o1 Invited leaders to Portsmouth, NH
for peace lalks

1 Became first US President to win
Nobel Peace Prize in 1906

1 1911: Mexican peasants rebelled against dictator Porfirio Diaz, who had
welcomed foreign investments

o Turmoil in new government, Wilson refuses to recognize violent government

1 US used military to push oul Huerta government, brings US close lo war
with Mexico - —

o US recognizes new (arranza government in 1915




Pancho Villa

]
1 Opposed the Carranza government

1 Americans traveling to mine in Mexico
shot by Villa and his followers in 1916

1 Villa’s men went into New Mexico and
killed 17 Americans, US held Villa
responsible

1 Sent General John Pershing and

15,000 soldiers into Mexico to capture

Villa

1 Never found him

o Mexico angry that Americans
intervening in their country
