Johnson vetoes the Freedman’s Bureau bill and the Civil Rights Act.

___
Congress fears Johnson will remove military commanders in charge of reconstruction.

___
Congress passes the Freedman’s Bureau bill and the Civil Rights Act.

___
The Senate falls one vote short of removing Johnson from the presidency.

___
The House of Representatives impeaches Johnson.

___
Johnson fires Secretary of War Edwin Stanton, who was in charge of military reconstruction.

___
Congress passes Tenure of Office Act, which requires the permission of the Senate in order for the president to fire a Cabinet member.
___
Congress overrides the president’s veto and again passes the Freedman’s Bureau bill and the Civil Rights Act.
